Views are initially open at the junction of
the public right of way and permissive
quarry road, although at least partially
limited by intermittent vegetation lining
the route and the intervening fields

As the public right of way drops
down the sloping valley sides,

Views are possible from the public right of
way near the junction with Greensplat Road
across the surrounding sloping fields,

o although wider views are restricted by subtle

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The public right of way follows the lower
valley slopes and is enclosed on both sides
by woodland restricting any wider views

The public right of way follows the boundary
of a tip, with the dramatically rising land
form, in combination with mature vegetation,
very effectively restricting wider views

As the public right of way drops down to
the collection of derelict farm buildings
and houses at Lower Biscovillack Farm,
it is enclosed on either side by mature

As the public right of way leaves vegetation which restricts wider views

the enclosure of the
well-vegetated tip, views become
possible across the surrounding
fields, only partially restricted by
vegetation lining the route and
the intervening fields
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More expansive views are
possible from the public right of
way as it crosses the regular
sloping fields across the adjacent
lower well-vegetated valley,
towards the adjacent agricultural
slopes, with tips on the horizon
As the public right of way drops
down the valley slopes, wider
views become more restricted by
subtle variations in land form and
enclosure provided by vegetation
lining the fields

As the public right of way passes through
the lower valley slopes, the surrounding
